At least 50 people were
feared to have been killed

The b r i Lankan Government
said securi ty forces repulsed
the guer r i l l a raid on the
Ki l inochch i s t a t ion on the
northern J a f f n a peninsula. ._

The news agency said four
•oldiers and two policemen
were among those killed. It
did not say whether the
remaining victims were Ruer-
rillas or civil ians.

A Tamil guerri l la leader in
South India claimed that his
group ki l led at least 40 sol-
diers. The National Security
Minister. Mr • Lalith
Ataula thmudal i , said the attack
began shortly after 1 am and
continued un t i l dawn.

He said the attackers arrived
in three t rucks and opened
fire on the station.
