TELO INTRODUCES NEW ELEMENT TO
_THAMIL EELAM STRUGGLE

20th November 1984 and 19th January
1985 will be remembered by TELO with
a sense of pride and achievement. TELO
introduced a new element in the confron-
tation with the Sri Lankan Sinhala Security
Forces. which no other militant group
earlier adopled in combating State
Tercorism. To eliminate Thamil Eelam
oppressors. TELO engineered a new tactic
by engaging the Armed Forces in one
place and attacked themin another place.
TELO. during these massive attacks
consider every minute detail of the situ-
ation that may arise due to the attack. it
wries to mimmuse the reprisals by State
Tecrorisis and conceras very much about
the safety of the people. This incident
provoked “The Guardian” London to
write: “THis new professionalism must
worry the security authorities”, "Taken
together these two incidents..., and the
raid on the Police Station — could shatter
the morale of the Armed Forces and lead
to a political destabilisation with which
Jaywardene government could not cope™.

53 lsraeli trained police commandos
who woke up from their slumber on the
dawn of 20th November 1984 littie
realised that they wouid never see the
dusk thai day. They were destined to die
in the disasler that was brought about by
the massive TELO attack on the Chavaka-
chcheri police station. The police station
was altacked by TELO in order to call the
Sri Lankan Troops out of their Camps to
engage them in combat.

TELO expected a reinforcement arrving
1o the aid of the Chavakachcheri Police
Station, and lay in ambush al Kaithady.
They laid land mines and as expected. a
reéinforcement was rushed in from

The Yal Devi train blown up by TELO Army between Murigandy and Mankulam.

Elephant Pass Army Camp. They fell into
the TELO trap. Many dies in the mine
blast and thase who suryived were mowed

down by the: TELO army. The death toll *

rose to 68 al the Kaithadi attack. Three
armoured cars were also fully destroyed.
Army was ordered to be conlined to
barracks and the usual backiash was
avoided. TELO army capturad a haul of
modern waapons in (hese assaults

The Colombo bound Yal Devi carrying
the Sn Lanhka State precious cargo was
never destined to reach 1s destination,
because of the TELO assault on 19th
January 1985 This incident look place al

Mankulam about 70 Km from the northern
Capital. Jafina. 298 soldiers were Killed
in the attack — the biggest single loss
suffered by the government forces in their
war against Tamil Liberation fighters.

A land mine was laid to prevent rein-
forcements reaching the place of tte train
disaster TELO by these massive assaults

Kokkavil Army Camp was a target for attack by TELO Freedom Fighters on 9th May
1985. 48 Sri Lankan Soldiers lost their lives. wiile nine Teloisis. including its commander
"Mizo” who courageously lead his tighters against great odds became Martyrs

Sometime prior to their attack. Teloists hi-jacked two Bulidozers belonging to the
Government department. converted them into a mine sweeper and hullet-proof vehicle.
Along with these they entered the Kokkavil Army Camp. facing cannon fire. Teloists
attacked the Camp fiercely. The soldiers thought that the land mines they laid on the
entrance to the Camp would have prevented the movement of the inanlts but when the
latter advanced without any hindrance. they got frightened and started running in panic
shouting “Mage Amme" — My Mother. A number of them met their fatal end tothe fire of
the Militants.

One of the buildings in the Army Camp was razed to the ground. The Militant leaduor,
Mizo. was advancing towards another building. Unfortunately his bulldozer stuck to the
ground and was immobilized The soldiers op=ned fire using the modern cannons obtained
under American Aid. Mizo. who rencfered yeoman service to the cause of the TELO
Movement and his men jumped out of the bulldozer. faced the enemy and fired back. Fate
destined otherwise and Mizo and his valiant eight comrades were killed in the encounter.

48 soldiers died on the spot. Mizo who participated in every attack of the TELO, who
sacrificed everything for the cause of TELO and Tharmil Eelam and hus trusted comradoes
Bhava. Jeyrad. Venus. Kumar Ravi, Paran. Ajanthan and Balasingam, bownd before fate
